Discounted

Season Passes for Cressona Pool can be purchased at the Recreation Office from May 12th - 29th.   After May 29th, passes

will be available at the Recreation Office, at the REGULAR SEASON rate.  Individuals will be able to fill out a pool pass

request form and pay at Cressona Pool - but there will be at least a 24 - 48 hour wait at the pool for passes to arrive, as all

pool passes will be processed at the Recreation Office during regular business hours only.  You must bring ID card!

     Children under 10 years old must be accompanied by an adult or responsible older sibling to be admitted to the pool!

     *Middle School Pool will close August 7th for maintenance and cleaning prior to the opening of school.  It will re-open in
September after cleaning has been completed.
